Closer to home, Bedford Football
Club fans were contemplating their recent 5-1 defeat away to Cirencester in
the Southern Premier Football League, while visitors to Bedford Museum were
enjoying A Stitch in Time, an exhibition to celebrate the Embroiders Guild
Centenary Year.
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With all National Lottery draws, players have 180 days from the day of the
draw to claim their win if they have the winning ticket. Anyone who believes
they have the winning ticket for any of the National Lottery draws within the
180-day deadline should call the National Lottery Line on 0845 910 0000.

Anyone concerned about lost or unchecked tickets may like to consider
setting up a National Lottery Subscription, playing Lotto Online, via their
mobile phone, or using the Sky Active service on digital TV. Numbers can be
entered in advance and lucky winners automatically receive a cheque or are
notified online if their numbers come up.
