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Last Call To Claim Outstanding £250,000 In Cardiff

With just three days to go, National Lottery players in the Cardiff area are being
urged to have one final look for a missing Thunderball ticket, before time runs

out on the chance to win a life-enhancing £250,000 jackpot prize.

The ticket-holder only has until 5.30pm on Monday 10 July 2006 before the prize
claim deadline expires. The ticket, which matched main five humbers and the
Thunderball, was bought in the Cardiff area for the Thunderball draw held on
Wednesday 11 January 2006. The winning Thunderball numbers on 11 January
were 1, 11, 18, 25, 33, and the Thunderball was 8.

If no-one comes forward with the winning ticket before the prize claim deadline,
then the prize money, plus all the interest generated, will go to the Good Causes
— adding to the £18.6 billion already raised through lottery ticket sales since the

launch of The National Lottery® in November 1994.

A National Lottery spokesperson said: “Time really is running out for the winner
of this prize, but we are still hopeful that someone will come forward at the last
minute to claim the money. The ticket was bought in January so we would
advise players to check the pockets of their winter clothing, as well as through
old paperwork and receipts. This prize really could make a difference to

somebody’s life.”

To jog National Lottery players’ memories, on 11 January 2006, Woody Allen’s
new film, Match Point, starring Scarlett Johansson and Jonathan Rhys-Meyers,
had just opened at the cinema — while X Factor winner Shayne Ward was
topping the charts with That's My Goal. Closer to home, Cardiff City FC fans
were contemplating their 1-2 defeat to local rivals Carmarthen in the FAW
Premier Cup, and audiences at the New Theatre, Cardiff, were enjoying a
performance of Peter Pan.
