Mystery Winner In Wolverhampton Is

If no-one comes forward with the winning ticket before the prize claim deadline, 

then the prize money, plus all the interest generated, will go to the Good Causes 

– adding to the £18.5 billion already raised through lottery ticket sales since the 

launch of The National Lottery® in November 1994.   

 
A National Lottery spokesperson, said: “We are hopeful that someone will come 

forward to claim the money as this prize could really make a difference to 

somebody’s life.  For example, with England through to the Quarter Finals of the 

World Cup, it could give a football fanatic the chance to realise their dreams of 

watching England play.”  

 
To jog Lotto players’ memories, on 3 June 2006 Poseidon –starring Kurt Russell 

and Josh Lucas had just opened at the cinema and Gnarls Barkley was still top 

of the charts with Crazy.  Closer to home, the Wolverhampton Beer Festival took 

place at Wulfrun Hall, while audiences at the Grand Theatre were enjoying a 

production of Beauty & the Beast.
