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Closer to home visitors to Cyfarthfa Castle were enjoying an exhibition of 

paintings by local artist Angela Lennon, called Surrounding Inspirations, while 

fans of Abertillery Blaenau Gwent Rugby Club were still celebrating their recent 

36-12 victory, at home to Rhymney.
