The 

lucky ticket-holder has until 5.30pm on Thursday 23 August 2007 to come 

forward and make their claim.  If no-one comes forward with the winning ticket 

before the prize claim deadline, then the prize money, plus all the interest it 

has generated, will go to the Good Causes – adding to the £20 billion already 

raised through sales of lottery tickets since The National Lottery® launched in 

November 1994.   

 

A National Lottery spokesperson said: “We’re desperate to find this missing 

ticket-holder and unite them with their winnings – there really is no excuse not 

to search the entire house.
