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Time Running Out For Missing Winner

The clock is now ticking for a mystery local lottery winner in the Hammersmith
and Fulham area, who only has just over a week left to claim an outstanding
Lotto prize of £128,306.

With all National Lottery draws, players have 180 days from the day of the
draw to claim their prize if they have the winning ticket. Anyone who believes
they have the winning ticket for any of the National Lottery draws within the
180-day deadline should call the National Lottery Line on 0845 910 0000.

lottery.co.uk, on their mobile phone, or by using the Sky Active service on
digital TV. Numbers can be entered in advance and lucky winners are notified
online if their numbers come up.
