“Try checking in the pockets of clothing, in wallets, bags and down the back of 

the sofa – someone out there could literally be sitting on a fortune! We have 

the champagne on ice and our fingers crossed that the lucky winner comes 

forward to claim their win.”  
 

To jog Lotto players’ memories, on Saturday 19 April 2008, 27, starring Kevin 

Spacey was showing at cinemas across the country, Duffy topped the album 

chart with Rockferry and Estelle featuring Kayne West topped the singles chart 

with American Boy.  
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Closer to home, Amber Valley Rugby Club fans were commiserating after their 

25-16 away defeat against Southwell in the Midlands Division 4 North East 

league, while railway fanatics were enjoying Derby’s 2008 model railway 

exhibition at the Assembly Rooms in Derby. 
 
With all National Lottery draws, players have 180 days from the day of the 

draw to claim their prize if they have the winning ticket. Anyone who believes 

they have the winning ticket for any of the National Lottery draws within the 

180-day deadline should call the National Lottery Line on 0845 910 0000.
